    Harrison Hot Springs and the Harrison River 

were named after Benjamin Harrison a Quaker   Di-

rector and Deputy Governor of the Hudson's Bay 

Company until 1886. Using a sternwheeler or ca-

noe, the Harrison River provided the only access 

from New Westminster to the magical hot springs. 

In 1858 the gold rush began and the Harrison Lake 

and River system was the only passage used until 

the Fraser Canyon Hwy opened in 1866. In 1886 

two mineral hot springs, ranging in temperature 

from 58 to 62 degrees Celsius, where the main rea-

son a hotel was built.

1.  No wake zones at the card stops! Failure to 

comply will void all poker hands on your 

vessel.  

2.  Water on the Water & beer on the Pier  

3.  Keep your distance with other boats  

4.  Always look over your shoulder before  you 

turn your boat  

5.  Harrison Lake can get very windy in the  af-

ternoon. If you feel the water conditions 

are too rough for your boat, ask the event 

staff to organize your trip back to Harrison 

with a larger group of boats  

6.  Card stop # 4 is closer than last year, but if 

you prefer you can pick up your extra card 

at the fifth stop  

7.  You must wear your wristbands to get fed!  

8.  Monitor VHF channel 68  

9.  Long Island Bay will be very crowded with 

boats. Work with each other to ensure that 

everyone can get moored. Always ask  per-

mission to raft up or walk across  any other 

boat  

10. Card stops #1 & #2 are private docks.   This 

means no tying up !!  
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Poker Hands: 

Due to gaming rules, we can only sell you your poker hand(s) on the weekend of the 
event. If you reserved a hand, then we will have it on file and you will be able to pick 
up your poker hand number and pay for it by cheque or cash. Each hand is assigned a 
number and you must keep this number for reference to your hand. You must also 
show this number at all of the card stops. Extra poker hands will be available on a 
first-come, first-serve basis. Poker Hands will be available on Friday night and Saturday 
morning.  

Boat Numbers: 

In each participant package you will have a boat number decal. Do not lose it! You 
must apply this decal to the right front windshield area of your boat. If you do not 
have a  decal applied, then your boat will not receive any poker hands! This number 
does a number of functions; it has a letter prefix which determines which heat or 
group of boats you are in for the morning start (see page 26), and it also allows poker 
run staff, search & rescue and RCMP to ensure you are registered and who you are in 
case of and incident or emergency.  It also indicates that you have signed the registra-
tion form, and have full insurance coverage. Replacement decals are not available, so if 

 

More Rules: 

Make sure you read and understand the rules on page 8. The RCMP will be out this 
year enforcing common sense boating practices. Do ensure that you and you boat 
have all the safety equipment, your decal applied, and you keep your wake down in 
congested areas and near shore. speed around or operate your boat in an unsafe 
manner (remember, this is not a race!). Keep in mind, to keep plenty of drinking wa-
ter available for the day as the RCMP will be watching for alcohol consumption while 
on your boat.
